Carousels should include an "aria-label" attribute that No 0 0
equals to "carousel"/"slider" or something else that

indicates the functionality, as well as be tagged as a

landmark for screen-readers using a "role" tag that

equals to "contentinfo".
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Control elements such as next and previous icons No
should include an "aria-label" attribute or a screen-

reader only text that explains the functionality to
screen-readers.

A common accessibility mistake is to treat carousels as No
live regions using the "aria-live" attribute and the

"polite" or the "assertive values. Using this practice will
cause screen-readers to cut and skip announcements.

Carousel pagination items (usually used as small dots at No
the bottom of the carousel) should indicate their
functionality and slide number they control using an
"aria-label" and a screen-reader only text.

Tables that are being used as layout structures should No
include a "role" attribute that equals to "presentation" to
indicate to screen-readers that it is not really a table.

If nested tables are used (a table element within a table No
cell), set the nested tables "role" attribute to
"presentation"”.

Tables that are missing a THEAD row with TH elements, No
should include a "role" attribute that equals to

"rowheader" on the TD elements of the TR that

represents the visual table headings.

Visually deleted texts (often used to show a previous  No
price of a sale) should include an "aria-label" attribute or

a screen-reader only text that explains this is deleted

text.

Breadcrumbs main element should include a "role" No
attribute that equals to "navigation" and an "aria-label"
attribute that describes the functionality.”

Ratings/scores that are represented visually using stars, No
meters or other indicators should either have an "aria-
label" attribute or a screen-reader only texts conveying

the score/rate.

Making use of an accessibility interface helps to ensure Yes
that vision impaired users can adjust some of the Ul and
the design (font-size, colors, spacing, etc.) to their

needs. It is not a compliance requirement, but can help

to improve compliance.

Iframe elements should include a "title" or an "aria- Yes
label" attribute explaining the purpose, the functionality

or the destination of the iframe, or be tagged hidden for
screen-readers if irrelevant.
